Class 16500 Handmade Cloth Doll made by person with a disability judged on Doll and Clothing 
Class 16501 Handmade Cloth Doll judged on Doll and Clothing 
Class 16502 Cloth Doll judged on Doll and Clothing made by a person 70 years and over (must provide 
date of birth on entry form) 
 
GENERAL DOLLS 
Judged on clothing only. Must NOT stand taller than 65cm including STAND & HEADDRESS. 
Commercial clothing will NOT be accepted 
Class 16503 Dressed baby doll not taller than 20 cm (8”) 
Class 16504 Doll with hand knitted bead clothing 
Class 16505 Doll with hand knitted woollen clothing  
Class 16506 Doll with hand crochet clothing, can be wool, cotton or silk  
BEST EXHIBIT in classes 16500 – 16506 - ribbon and $25.00 Donated by Robyn Douglas 
 
GENERAL TOYS AND SOFT DOLLS - (must NOT be taller than 50cm) Limit of One Entry per Exhibitor 
per class 
Class 16508 Soft Cuddly Toy or Doll for small child, no buttons/beads etc  
Class 16509 Soft Toy or Doll, hand knitted, can be a named character with detail.  
Class 16510 Soft Toy or Doll, hand crochet, can be character with detail.  
Class 16511 Soft Toy, other than Doll, e.g.: critters, etc made in any material. 
Class 16512 Any Soft toy or Critter made by person 70 years and over, (restricted to an Exhibitor who has 
attained the age of 70 by the 1st day of the Show- state date of birth on entry form). 
Class 16513 Soft Toy or Doll, hand knitted or crochet by a person with a disability  
Class 16514 Knitted Teddy Bear 
Class 16515 Crochet Teddy Bear 
Class 16516 Bed Doll made out of Material, Crochet or Knitted using a plastic doll for the torso e.g. Barbie 
Doll

TOY BEARS 
Maximum height 50cm from Centre head to toe. 
Limit of Two Entries per Exhibitor per class 
 
Undressed, unless specified, other than collar, ribbon or bow tie. Can be disc or button jointed except 
traditional bears. Traditional Bears have disc jointed limbs – hand stitched noses, glass or shoe button 
eyes - and are made from brown or honey fabric. 
COMMERCIAL BEARS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED EXCEPT IN CLASS 16528 
  
Class 16520 NOVICE CLASS – Novice Teddy Bear can be Mohair or Synthetic Fur.  
A Novice is a person with less than 18 months experience and must be all their own work. 
Class 16521 Traditional Mohair Bear up to 50cm 
Class 16522 Traditional Synthetic Bear up to 50cm 
Class 16523 Traditional Teddy Bear up to 20cm in height, mohair or synthetic fur 
Class 16524 Teddy or Friend - Recycled Material e.g. jeans, old coat, chenille, old towel, etc  
Class 16525 Teddy or Friend - made from Mohair or synthetic fur. 
Class 16526 Patchwork or Embroidered Teddy. (NOT KNITTED OR CROCHET- they can be entered in the 
Doll section- 16513) 
Class 16527 Dressed Bear judged on Bear and clothing 
Class 16528 Dressed Commercial Bear Judged on Clothing only 
Class 16529 Critters made of fur fabric 
Class 16530 Bear made of fur fabric by a person with a disability
